We reserve the right to ask students to 

modify/change their dress if they do not meet the required expectations of 

professional business dress. The Head of Sixth Form’s decision is final. 

 

Items of clothing that are considered appropriate: 

• Smart trousers, chinos, skirts or similar. 

• Collared shirts, smart blouses or tops. Blazers are recommended.  

• Smart, dark, polishable shoes. It is recommended that these are flat or low heeled for 
practicality.  

Students should not wear denim or leather jackets, cropped clothing, jeans, leggings, 
informal t-shirts or tops,  tracksuit bottoms, hoodies or trainers. Hair, jewellery and nails 
should be in keeping with a professional workplace.
